v Passaic or ‘pahsayek’ is a Native
Lenape American word meaning
“valley”.

v" Native Lenape Americans lived along
the river before European settlement.

v' The first colonial settlement along the
Passaic was in 16606 at present day
Newark.

v" The Passaic River is about 80 miles
long and flows through forty-five
municipalities and seven New Jersey
counties .

v Everyone lives in a watershed or land
that drains into a body of water. The
Passaic River is one of 20 state-wide
watershed management areas. Refrain
from littering or polluting as it all ends
up in the water, threatening the health,
safety and ecological integrity of our
water sources.
